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The center was established to promote translational research, in 
which the results of basic life science research are applied to clini-
cal research for the purpose of contributing to medical science, 
medical care and health maintenance.

The Center supports initiatives such as large-scale research projects 
of the Global Institution for Collaborative Research and Education 
(GI-CoRE).
The promotion of collaborative research by teams from a wide 
range of disciplines has produced a variety of world-leading results 
in interdisciplinary areas covering medical science, life science, 
general science and engineering.

In 2016, the Division of Brain Science and Division of Regulatory 
Science, which had accomplished their predetermined objectives, 
were abolished. With the subsequent establishment of the Depart-
ment of Medical and Health Research Promotion Involving Human 
Subjects, research was conducted at five departments. 

In 2019, the Department of Molecular/Cellular Imaging was abol-
ished after accomplishing its predetermined objectives. In 2020, the 
Department of Molecular and Cellular Function Imaging and the 
Department of Treatment/Working Balance Medicine were newly 
established, and research activities are currently conducted at six 
departments.
